For example while a doctor in Rio de Janeiro treats a
young child in the middle of the night with analgesics from a blister pack, at Mumbai Airport a
project manager takes a mid-morning delivery of an essential part for a new wind farm protected
from moisture ingress and heat by alufoil.

The report demonstrates alufoil’s versatility through the multiplicity of applications for which it
is suitable and the methods the industry is using to provide solutions for a world in which all
societies are aiming to create a capable responsible and sustainable future.

CAPABLE - The various properties of aluminium foil such as its absolute barrier and its light
weight facilitate a unique range of applications delivering perfect functionality for increasingly
changing and challenging demands.

RESPONSIBLE - Corporate responsibility and adherence to good manufacturing practice,
while continuously reducing the environmental footprint of manufacturing processes and
products are vital to the aluminium foil sector.

SUSTAINABLE - Solutions increasing resource efficiency will repay the investment twice over
as they already save resources today and pave the way for generations to come. The aluminium
foil industry has a long history of enabling the creation of materials that are lighter in weight and
energy efficient along the supply chain.
